On Tuesday, March 28", 2006 we went to OBI on Yuzhnaya Ulitsa in Southern Moscow and
purchased dog food (ten 13-kg bags of dry Chappi and Pedigree dog food and a total of 575
100-gr packages of wet Pedigree dog food as well as several dog toys ; when compared to
canned Pedigree, the packages at OBI work

out to be cheaper; in addition, dogs seem to

prefer them to the canned varieties).

The majority of this food will be delivered to
Ekaterina Volkova's dog shelter; the
remainder will go to Tatiana in Altufyevo, who
— apart from running a private cat shelter - is
feeding dozens of dogs and puppies that
have been abandoned just outside the MKAD
without any food or water.
